Rules: This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined by the current edition of the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), and FSSA Constitution and By-Laws.  Advertising is permitted only according to Article B-VII paragraph 6 “Requirements applying to all Events”
1. Eligibility requirements are as follows:
2. The North American Championship (NAC) is open to Active, Life, Junior, Club, and Family Members.  The FSSA Constitution defines each category.  Championship and Challenger Divisions will be determined by a three race qualifying series followed by a five race Championship Series.  Reminder: FSSA dues and Club Boat registration fees must be paid by [4 weeks before the regatta].
A. Junior Championship: Normally a three - five (3-5) race series held 
on the Saturday and /or Sunday.  If five (5) races are scheduled, each 
will be a shorer race.  All races will be scored. 

(a) To be eligible to compete, the helmsman shall not have 
reached his/her 19th birthday as of (Insert Date) the final day of 
registration for this Championship, and, must be an Active, Life, 
Club, Family, or Junior Member.  FSSA dues may be paid at 
registration.

(b) Students who have competed at the inter-collegiate level are not eligible for this event.  Only another junior meeting the same eligibility requirements as that of the helmsman may assume the helm temporarily while the helmsman makes adjustments or repairs. 

(c) Adults may only assume the helm in the event of emergency and the penalty for doing so shall be disqualification from that race unless redress is granted by the protest committee. 

(d) At least 5 boats must be registered at least 2 weeks before 
 the event for this Championship to be held.

B.
Women’s Championship: All helmsmen shall be female and have 
Active, Life, Family, or Club membership status.  All crew must be 
female.  At least five boats must be registered in the Women’s 
Championship prior to the event for this championship to be held.  
FSSA dues may be paid at registration.
C.   Senior Championship (to be sailed within the Qualifying and 
Championship Series)
(a) The helmsman and at least one crew must each be at least 60 
(sixty) years of age or older by the close of registration.  There is 
no age limit for additional crew.

(b) All Senior entries may sail the qualifiers.  Those who do not sail 
the Qualifiers or do not make the cut shall compete in the 
Challenger Division.  Those that qualify shall sail in the 
Championship Division. 
3. Registration may be by mail using the form in Scots N’ Water, or at the regatta site beginning Saturday, [date] at [time], or online at [give website].  Registration for the Junior and Women’s Championships must be completed by [day, date & time].  Registration for all other divisions must be completed by 1700 on Sunday, [date], unless other arrangements have been made with the registration committee.  Sailing Instructions will be available to registrants at the completion of registration and measurement.
4. Measurement: 
A. Boats and sails will be measured at random.  Three sets of measurement specifications will be used and one of three will be drawn by a boat at registration. Each boat shall satisfy the requirements of that form, but shall be subject to additional inspection as may be required by the Measurer or his designate.

B.
Centerboards will be checked at the discretion of the Measurer for any boat in the top five places of the NAC and Midwinters over the past five years.  Others may be checked at random.
C. 
All boats will be checked for required safety equipment.
D.
All Club owned boats will be completely measured.

Fees:  See Entry Form attached

7. Schedule:
A. Women’s and Juniors Championship: Sunday, [date].  The first Warning signal is scheduled for [time].  There are (state number of races) scheduled races of which one completed race will constitute a series.
B. NAC Qualifying Series: 


      On Monday and Tuesday [dates], the Warning Signal for the first race is 
scheduled for [insert time].  Three races are scheduled.  Depending upon 
conditions, the schedule is subject to change.  

C. Championship and Challenger Series: 

Racing will be Wednesday through Friday with a maximum of five races.  The time of the first Warning Signal each day is scheduled for [insert time].  Two races are scheduled for Wednesday and Thursday, and one race is scheduled for Friday.  Depending upon conditions, the schedule is subject to change, and additional races may be conducted on any given day.  No Warning Signal will be made after [insert time] on Friday. Should the racing be behind schedule on Thursday the race committee may extend the cut-off time according to By-laws B-IX Para. 5c.

Courses to be Sailed: 


The courses to be sailed will be described in the Sailing Instructions.  As a minimum, a Windward-Leeward course will be included.  [Other courses may be selected from the standard course diagrams as shown in the Racing Rules of Sailing]

9. 
Protests and Appeals: 


If a boat(s) decides to appeal a decision of the Protest Committee (PC) in the Qualifying Series it may do so in accordance with FSSA By-Laws B-IX Paragraph 9.
10. Scoring: 

A. The Low Point System: 

Appendix A2 applies for the Qualifying and Championship Series according to the FSSA By-laws.  All races will be scored.  (Changes Appendix A2)  Eight races are scheduled.  Qualifying Series ( Three races) – one race constitutes a complete series. Championship Series (Five races) – three races constitute a Championship.

B. The Senior Division:

 Participants may sail the two series, and will be scored along with all others.  They will be highlighted as Seniors on the daily results for both Championships. At the end of the event some seniors may have sailed in both Divisions and will be ranked accordingly by their scores top down from the Championship Division through the Challenger Division. 
11. Prizes:  
In addition to prizes to be awarded according to the By-laws, the Senior Division will be awarded prizes first through third place.  Seniors will be eligible for all awards in their respective Division in addition to the Senior Awards.

12.
Berthing:- 


Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the [boat park][harbor].
13. Towing: 
 
Boats may be towed to and from the race area only if towing is made available to all participants. Otherwise, a boat accepting a tow without consent of the Race Committee shall be disqualified without a hearing. This changes RRS 63.1.  Exceptions to this rule may be made by the Race Committee in extenuating circumstances, i.e. breakdown, illness, or other factors that may be appropriate.  Protests under this rule may be made only by the Protest Committee or the Race Committee.  This changes RRS 60.1(a). 
14. Contact information:  [Give name, phone number, and e-mail address of the person who can provide additional information.]

Entry Form –Your attached Entry Form should include information requests for purposes of trophy presentation. A check-off list has proved useful for this purpose.  It is recommended that you look at the previous year’s registration form.  In the Notice of Race, provide information on lodging and camping or motor home facilities (if offsite, include cost and distance from the regatta site), child care, expected wind conditions, parking restrictions, launch/hoist facilities, docking, dry sailing and / or mooring options, on-site swimming, baby-sitting availability, meals to be provided, local shopping or attractions for non-sailing family members, and any other useful information.
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
