NOTICE OF RACE

LAKE OF THE WOODS SAILING CLUB

37TH ANNUAL INVITATIONAL REGATTA
1     RULES
1.1  Races are to be sailed in accordance with the 2017-2020 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) and the prescriptions of US SAILING, except as any of these are changed by the Sailing Instructions. The rules and regulations of class associations not in conflict with these instructions are to be observed.
1.2  Racing rules 34, 35, and A2 and A4.2 will be changed as follows:  

34   MARK MISSING  -  In the event of a missing or loose mark, round the mark boat displaying an orange flag.
35   TIME LIMITS – When one boat in a class finishes, the remaining boats in that class have 30 minutes to Finish from the Finish of the first boat, otherwise they will be scored DNF.  

A2  SERIES SCORES – No score will be excluded.

A4.2   RACE SCORING –DNF scored # of finishers + 1;  DNS, DSQ, and RAF  scored # of registered boats + 1.  

      2   ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
2.1  The regatta is open to all boats of the Flying Scot class, Sunfish class and any other class capable of being scored using the current Portsmouth Yardstick scoring system that belong to or are entered by members of the Lake of the Woods Sailing Club, or by invitation.

a.  Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry form provided by the Lake of the Woods Sailing Club, and sending it together with the required fee to Treasurer, LOWSC, PO Box 1114, Locust Grove, VA 22508 to be received by April 21, 2018.   April 21 is the deadline to avoid the late entry fee. Late fees apply to entries received after April 21 and at registration.
b. Late entries may be accepted if the entry form is completed and turned in, along with the required fee, within five minutes of the end of the competitors meeting.
      3. FEES
a.  Entry fees are waived for first time entrants to a Lake of the Woods Invitational Regatta.

b. Entry fees are $20.00.  The late entry fee, for forms and payment received after April 21, 2018, is $30.00.
c. Entry fee includes breakfast and light dinner (pizza planned) at awards ceremony. Optional fees for individual meals are:  Saturday Sub Lunch (Picked up prior to departing the dock for on water consumption between races) - $5.00 each.

5.   SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
  Sailing Instructions will be available upon completion of registration, Saturday, April 28.   

6. SCORING

6.1  Low Point Scoring System will be used, with modifications as described in para 1.2, above.  
6.2  A maximum of three races are planned.
6.3  One race is required to be completed to constitute completion of the regatta. 
7. PRIZES

Prizes may be given at the discretion of the Lake of the Woods Sailing Club.  As a minimum, a first place prize will be given in each class racing.  Additional prizes may be awarded, based on number of boats entered in a class.
 8. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY


 Competitors participate in the race series entirely at their own risk.  See RRS Rule 4.  Neither the organizing authority (The Lake of the Woods Sailing Club,) the race committee nor the Lake of the Woods Association will accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with, prior to, during or after the regatta. 
9.INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $100,000 per incident or the equivalent.

10. INVASIVE SPECIES PRECAUTIONS


Each participating boat shall take necessary precautions to prevent spread of invasive species into Lake of the Woods prior to launch.  (Check for:  No standing water in bilges, live wells (if any,) hull or elsewhere, no aquatic plant life attached to hull, and/or a hot water (140 degree F for 10 seconds) wash down or a dry out period of boat and fittings has been accomplished (Dry out consists of 5 to 21 days of dry conditions on and in the boat after last use of boat in outside waters, and prior to launch in Lake of the Woods.)
